Formed in 1914, the State Federation’s general purpose has been
to serve as the agency through which member high schools may co-

operatively adopt rules and regulations under which the schools could

conduct their interscholastic athletic programs.
The 1979 State CIF Championship Track and Field Meet will be the

61st state championship for boys and the 5th state championship for :

girls competition. Track and field competition in the CIF Sac-Joaquin
Section, and in the Sacramento area particularly, is well established.
Sacramento area athletes are always among the top challengers forthe
individual championships.

The quality of performances in the State Track Meet are perhaps
best attested by comparing the State CIF Track Meet Championship
record with the national record in each of the events.

Many of the national records are held by California high school
students.

CIF Boys’ Honorary Coaches

Larry Fietcher, of Bella Vista High School in the San Juan District, Sacramento, took over a last place
team with nine varsity athletes in 1972.Two years later he had forty-five varisty and six underclassmen on
a championship team. His total dual meet record since 1973 is 51 wins and 5 losses. He has had seven
state meetentrantsinrecentyears. Inthe last seven years every varsity school record has been broken.

Norm Guest, Castro Valley High School, is one of the most respected coaches in the North Coast
Section. He has served as Meet Director of the Prestigious North Coast Section Meet of Champions since
its inception. Served as Chairman of the North Coast Section Track Committee. He was the Director of
the Castro Valley Invitational 1967-74 and of the former North Coast Section Championships in 1969. His
team won nine Hayward Area Athletic League Championships in 197 years while compiling an out-
standing 130 wins and 21 losses. Norm has made great contributions to the technical, administrative, and
- most importantly - the humanity of North Coast Section Track and Field.

Art Guerra, Paradise High School, Paradise, Calif. Track coach for over 24 years at Enterprise H.S. of
Redding; College of Siskiyous, and Paradise H.S. Teams were always very competitive and consistent
winners. Now retired, during his tenure at Paradise H.S., thirteen athletes have qualified and have
competed in the California C.1.F. State Meet.

Ernie Lambrecht, Central Section, has served as track coach at Tulare Union High School from 1943
until hs retirement in 1976. He started coaching at Orosi High School, where he coached track for five
years, moving to Tulare High School in 1943. He won the Central Section championshipin 1951 and won
several League Championships. Some of his outstanding athletes are Bob Mathias and Sim Innes, both
Olympic champions. Hurdles are his specialty, where he has coached many champions. He coached
Cross Country for 18 years, winning several League championships and the Central Section champion-
shipin 1951.

Dick Chamberlin, Central Coast, has been the head track and cross country coach at Pacific Grove
High choo! for the past 20 years. His teams have captured numerous championships in both sports during
hat time. He is considered the dean of organization and leadership in the Central Coast section, hosting
the Rotary Invitational at Pacific Grove each year. The best description of Chamberlin is total dedication.

Bill Kovacevich, E! Camino High School, of the San Diego Section, has an outstanding coaching
record since 1974 when he started coaching. In 1975 when Bill was at Oceanside, the team won the
Avocado League championship. Since 1976 Bill has been the head track coach at El Camino High
School, his teams have been Avocado League champions for three years in a row, 1977, 1978 and 1979.
His 1978 track team were the Section Champions and California State Team Champions.

Mike Cummins of Valencia High School, C.I.F. Southern Section, competed in track and field as a
sprinter-quarter miler for Redlands High School, Mount San Antonio College, and The University of
Kansas. Mike has been coaching cross-country and track and field since 1963, compiling a record of 210
wing and 43 losses. Included in the 12 League Championships is a 1977 C.I.F., Southern Section 2A
Championship in Cross Country. Mike's most successful area in track and field has been the pole-vault,
where he has had five competitors in the State Meet. At Valencia, Mike has hosted 12 League
Championship Meets and five straight years of C.I.F., SS Division Meets. He has also served on the
C.I.F., 8.8. Advisory Committee for track and field the last five years.

Don Strametz, Los Angeles Section, of Locke High School. Don has been head coach at Locke High
School for the last six years. His overall record is 35-12-3. His teams were Bee City Champions in 1975
and Marine League Champions in 1979. Two members of this year's team have national leading marks.
David Mack in the 880, Archie Carter in the 220 and Loche’s mile relay team. Don is a graduate of Cal
State, Los Angeles.

CIF Girls’ Honorary Coaches

Ernie Gomes, Casa Roble High School, Sac-Joaquin section. Ernie was assistant boys’ coach for
seven years and has been the girls’ coach for the past three and one half years. Since taking the girls’
coaching position, his teams have recorded a 33-1 dual meet record. Every year the girls’ program has
improved, and it should continue to improve with the increased interest and enthusiasm at Casa Roble.
Ernie says the outstanding record has been due to a group of talented, cooperative and fantastic
individuals.

Bob McGuire, Pleasant Hill High School, has been a major contributor to track and field in the North
Coast Section for over 20 years. During the last three years his Pleasant Hill High Schools Girls’ teams
have won three consecutive Diablo Valley Athietic League Championships; posted a 30-3 dual meet
record, and finished third in the North Coast Section Class 4-A Championships three times. His 1975
team, lead by Kathy Costello who better the existing 880 and mile national mark, finished second in the
State Meet. He has produced seven girls and twenty-five boys State Meet qualifiers. Ten of his girls have
gone on to participate in collegiate track. His girls cross country teams have won Diablo Valley Athletic
League Championships in 1974, 1976, and 1977 and have finished in the top ten in North Coast Section
four times since 1973. Bob served on the North Coast Section Track Committee from 1969-76 and was
selected Cal Coach Cross Country Coach of the Year in 1977.

Carole Miller of Trinity High School has and is a major figure in the development of track and field. Ms.
Miller was a leader in the development of girls’ track in the Northern Section; in the formation of section
guidelines and the organization and implementation of section meets. As amember of the original NSCIF
Girls’ Track Committee, she was an early advocate of longer hurdle races, and the inclusion of the mile
relay, 2 mile and discus as official events in both section and state meets. During Ms. Miller’s tenure as
track coach at Trinity, her teams were consistently competitive.

Joyce Murray, of Hanford High School of the Central Section, coached for 19 years. She was the
coach of Hanford High School track team fro 1965-74. Track and Field World rated her Hanford Team #1
in the nation for three consecutive years. Her teams won League and Valley championships for eight
straight years. Her team also won the Junior West Coast Relays. Joyce started the first girls’ cross
country team in the valley in 1966 and traveled all over the state for competition. Joyce helped organize
the Tri-County League and was instrumental in getting girls’ track and field accepted into Central Section
CIF as a recognized CiF sport. For the past four years, she has served numerous times as meet referee.
Joyce currently serves on the CIF Central Section League Placement Committee.

Gail Balsley, Central Section, graduated from Washington State in 1966. Gail has been teaching for
twelve years with the last eight years at Camden High School in San Jose. Gail has been coaching for the
last six years. Her teams have won the West Valley Athletic League in 1977 and 1978. Her 1978 team
placed third in the Central Coast section meet. Gail was meet director in 1977 for the girls’ meet held at
San Jose City College. Gail is a member of the Meet Committee for the Central Coast section this year.

Peggy Oury, earned her A.B. degree in History at UC Berkeley in 1972 and graduated Phi Beta Kappa.

Marge Fulton, West Torrance High School, South Section. Marge initiated girls into track and field and
cross ountry competition five years ago at West High School in Torrance. Working cooperatively with
Fred Petersen, the West High track program is a model of successful combined girls” and boys’ track
teams. This success can be measured, for they have placed entries in the state meet every year. The
girls’ varisty team remains undefeated in dual competition for the past three years, while the girls’ junior
varsity team has never been defeated in dual competition.
