In 1914, as high school athletic teams began crossing district lines to compete with neighboring
schools, the CIF w~ ~fished to provide consistency in sports rules and a safe, rewarding environ-
ment for young caiiu...a athietes. Since that beginning, with fewer than 20,000 athletes, the organ-
ization has grown to become the largest youth agency in the state, serving over 500,000 young
student-athletes each year.

During dynamic growth years, the CIF saw participation in high school sports double (for both
boys and girls) between 1965-1975, and, although since 1978 some leveling-off has occurred in num-
bers of students participating, indications are that such a trend is due more to a lack of available
school programs rather than to a lack of interest or desire on the students' part.

TODAYS 66TH ANNUAL STATE TRACK & FIELD CHAMPIONSHIPS

James Cheffers, Director of Interscholastic Athletics for the CIF Los Angeles Section for the past 12 years, is
being honored today as Honorary Referee for the 66th Annual California Interscholastic Federation High School
Track and Field Championships. Cheffers, 61, has long been recognized as one of the outstanding leaders in Cali-
fornia high school athletics and has been recognized with a considerable number of distinctions.

Born in Cornwall, England, Cheffers came to the United States at the age of two, attended Huntington Park
High School, where he lettered two years each in football (2nd team All-Eastern League tackle), and baseball (out-
fielder). He aftended Compton Community College for two years, playing tackle, and earned his bachelor’s degree
in physical education of Whittier College, where he was a 2nd team All-Southern Intercollegiate Athletic Conference
tackle after completing a stint of military service during World War Il. He also holds a master’s degree, obtained
from University of Southern California in 1956.

He began his teaching career at Mark Twain Junior High School in Venice in 1950, transferring to Roosevelt
High School in 1951, where he remained until assigned to the Interscholastic Athletics Office in February, 1963.
After one year as Bee football coach and three as varsity assistant, he took over as head varsity coach in 1955,
winning an Eastern League championship in 1959 and producing numerous title contenders. In his eight-year stay,
he developed such later college backfield stars as All-American and Heisman Trophy winner Mike Garrett (USC) and
Almose Thompson (UCLA). ;

Following 9% years as consultant and specialist in the Athletics Office, Cheffers was named to succeed refiring
Guy Wrinkle as director in July, 1972. Since he has been chief architect of the nation’s second largest one-city
program, girls’ athletics has proliferated, boys’ wrestling, soccer and volleyball have achieved popularity and wide
acceptance, and the partitioning of football, basketball and baseball into 4-A, 3-A and 2-A (football) has increased
the number of teams involved in post-season playoffs.

A past president of the Los Angeles Coaches Association, vice-president for athletics of CAPHER (California
Athletics, Physical Education, Health and Recreation), Cheffers has been on the Football Rules Committee of the
National Association, has served on the Federated Council of CIF, and is current chairman of commissioners. He was
formerly Commissioner of the Southern California (Community College) Conference and a Pacific-10 Conference
official (umpire, field judge, back judge).

Cheffers and his wife of 31 years, Shirley, reside in Whittier. They have three children, Lynn, Carl and Beth.
