She also was featured in the Campbell
Reporter as an outstanding scholar/singer/athlete. As a
junior, she setthe league record with a pole vault of 12' 10".
Barthel has twice placed at the state championships, in­
cluding a third place finish a year ago and a seventh place
showing as a sophomore.

She is a third degree junior black belt in Shorinji Ryu
Karate and teaches the sport to youth students.

Sullen and angry, I shoved my pole inside its tube and
slammed into my track chair, kicking off my spikes. My
training shoes felt comfortable on my sore feet as I looked
down the runway at the bar still lying on the pit. I had just
eliminated myselffrom the CIF State Track and Field Pole

Vault Championship by failing to clear 12 feet, a height
well within my ability. I wanted to run off the field and
release my bitterness at my failure. As I flicked my head
back up to look at my coach, I saw my training partner
having trouble communicating with him.

At the same moment, I remembered by karate sensei
telling me that it did not matter if! won or lost, but how
graciously I competed. His words rang clear in my head as
I got up from my chair and helped my training partner
communicate with our coach, cheering as she cleared a
personal record height.

As an elite high school pole vaulter, my training con­
sumes much of my time, leaving precious little time to
finish homework and making me do my best work in a

shorter time. Despite the obstacles, I am ranked in the top
10 of my class and have gained respect from my teachers
who allow me the freedom to ask for extensions or help if
ever needed.

When my grandfather died this past November, my
teacher, understanding the importance of my grandfather,
graciously allowed me to turn in my paper a few days later.
My performance in the classroom, as well as on the field,
affects the respect I am shown by my teachers and my peers.
However, the most important aspect of being a student­
athlete is not performance in the classroom or tough com­
petitions, but in helping and encouraging every athlete that
tries hard every day whether they are successful or not.
This past year, I volunteered to coach at a pole vault camp
initially to earn community service hours; I never thought
I would actually coach beginner vaulters to small successes
and leam the value of effort. Each vaulter listened to the

comments I made and tried to implement my corrections
each time they ran down the runway.
Every vaulter deserves respect for the effort they make on
the track. I realized from my time coaching that many
vaulters look up to me as an inspiration to jump higher.
Thus, I think of my sensei's words everyday at practice to
remind myself of the importance of hard work along with
respect for the game and respect for other athletes.

Finlayson has been a four­
year member of both the wa­
ter polo and swim teams at
San Ramon Valley High
School and ranks in the top
I % in his class with a 4.39

weighted grade-point aver­
age. He will participate in
water polo at Stanford Uni­
versity in the fall.

He is a two-time water

polo All-American and has been team captain and MVP as
many times. He's been recognized on the first team by the
Contra Costa Times and Tri-Valley Herald and a three­
time All-North Coast Section selection. He has qualified
for numerous NCS championships in breaststroke, rreestyle
and freestyle relay. As a senior, he led the water polo team
to a league championship and an undefeated 12-0 season.

He is heavily involved in his Church Youth Group
Leadership and Service where he wrote an orientation!
training book that is used in congregations around the
country. He serves as an inspirational speaker for church
services and conferences and also is a volunteer academic

tutor and athletic coach. Finlayson's commitment to the
Boy Scouts has resulted in reaching Eagle Scout.

Finlayson plans to major in bio-medical engineering

with a goal of becoming a medical doctor who participates
in the collaborative use of advances in biology, physics and
engineering technologies to create and develop new treat­
ments and medical devices.

I first began swimming as a form of physical therapy to

overcome the effects of a debilitating childhood illness.

Gradually, the dedication and discipline that swimming
requires not only enabled me to progress in health and

skill, but also carried over to inspire diligence in every
aspect of my life.

During my high school career, I was privileged to watch
as my coaches, who worked full-time jobs during the day,
sacrificed what would have been their little rree time so that

they could make our early morning and late night prac­
tices, enabling them to serve the youth oftheir community
by sharing the sports they love, and in turn, strengthening
my desire to serve others as well.

I witnessed teammates demonstrate complete integrity
by deciding to swim every yard of the thousands required
each practice when it would have been easy to cheat on a
few, and saw others decide not to argue with a referee after
a questionable call, reinforcing my desire to hold myselfto
the same high standards of sportsmanship and honesty, not
just in the poll but also in the classroom and community.

Athletics also helped me learn about leadership, allow­
ing me to discover that being a leader does not always
mean being in charge, but often means simply setting an
example of behavior worth following, or encouraging some­
one to develop potential they did not know they had.

I feel grateful to have leamed that sports are more about

character than winning. For when I reflect upon my high
school experience, I realize that what I will miss the most
next year is not wins or statistics, but the camaraderie of

my fellow athletes - not just my teammates', but my
opponents' as well. For though we often met in battle (and
if you've ever seen a polo game, you know that battle can
be quite intense), over the years we developed a respect and
admiration for each other that surpassed and outlasted our
feelings of rivalry.

I am grateful to the CIF North Coast Section for foster­

ing an environment of fair play where, in the end, oppo­
nents admire one another despite team affiliation or differ­
ence. It seems to me that if coupled with the work ethic,
desire to serve others and integrity I have learned from
sports, I am able to take with me, out into the world, the
ability to respect and find the best in those different from
me, even those with opposing views, then I will be well

equipped to meet and make the most oflife's challenges
and opportunities.

Temperature readings are forecast to hike

quickly during the afternoons this weekend, but

the action gets even hotter once the snn goes down

at Hughes Stadium. For the second straight year,

an amazing 11 national leaders will be on display

among the 32 events being contested at the 89th

annual CIF State Track and Field Championships,

a fitting celebration to perhaps the strongest single­

year talent contingent in Golden State history.

Topping the entry list of star-studded entries

is Long Beach Poly senior Bryshon Nellum, who

is seeking to emerge as the greatest long sprinter

in state history and perhaps the first to win gold

medals in the 200, 400 and both relays in a Jesse
Owens-like achievement. Nellum courts the fast­

est time in America in both of his open sprints

and also has carried Poly to the fastest time in the

long sprint relay with an Olympian-level split
time on anchor.

UCLA-bound talents Cory Primm of Westlake

and Royal's Michael Cybulski will try to book­

end the distance races with repeat showings, the

former aiming to defend his two-lap title and the

latter seeking to become the first three-time 3200m

champion in meet history.
Believe it or not, the wealth oftalent is even

stronger and deeper on the girls' side where Cali­

fornians check in with a stunning seven nation­

leading marks (nearly halfofthe 16 events) and a

plethora of nationally ranked performers.

Leading the way are FOUR national record­

setting athletes (two outdoors and two indoors)

that have marveled crowds all year long.

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16Principles of Pursuing Victory rtlth Honor
At its best, athletic competition can hold intrinsic values for our

society. It is a symbol of a great ideal: pursuing victory with honor.

The love of sports is deeply em~edded: in our nation's
consciousness and the value of millions of participants and

spectators are directly and dramatically influenced by the values

and actions conveyed by organized sports. In the belief that the

impact of sports can and should enhance the character and uplift

the ethics of our students across the state, CIF has established a

framework of principles and a set of common values that must be

adopted and practiced widely. For more information on these oper­

ating principles, visit the State CIF web site at www.cifstate.org.

1. The essential elements of character building and ethics in C1F
sports are embodied in the concept of sportsmanship and six core
principles: trustworthiness, respect, responsibility, fairness, car­
ing and good citizenship. The highest potential of sports is
achieved when competition reflects these "sixpillars of character."

2. It s the duty of School Boards, superintend­
ents, school administrators, parents and
school sports leadership -including
coaches, athletic administrators, program
directors and game officials - to promote
sportsmanship and foster good character
by teaching, enforcing, advocating and
modeling these "six pillars of character."

3. Topromote sportsmanship andfoster the de­
velopment of good character, school sports
programs must be conducted in a manner
that enhances the academic, emotional,

social, physical and ethical development of
student-athletes and teaches them positive
life skills that will help them become per­
sonally successful and socially responsible.

4. Participation in school sports programs is a privilege, not a right.
Toearn thatprivilege, student-athletes must abide by the rules and
they must conduct themselves, on and off thefield, as positive role
models who exemplify good character.

5. School Boards, superintendents, school administrators, parents
and school sports leadership shall establish standards for partici­
pation by adopting and enforcing codes of conduct for coaches,
athletes, parents and spectators.

6. All participants in high school sports must consistently demon­
strate and demand scrupulous integrity and observe and enforce
the spirit as well as the letter of the rules.

7. The importance of character, ethics and sportsmanship should be
emphasized in all communications directed to student-athletes and
their parents.

8. School Boards, superintendents, school administrators, parents
and school sports leadership must ensure that the first priority of
their student-athletes is a serious commitment to getting an educa­
tion and developing the academic skills and character to succeed.

9. School Boards, superintendents, principals, school administrators
and everyone involved at any level of governance in the CIF must
maintain ultimate responsibility for the quality and integrity ofCIF
programs. Such individuals must assure that education and char­
acter development responsibilities are not compromised to achieve
sports peiformance goals and that the academic, social, emotion­
al, physical and ethical well-being of student-athletes is always
placed above desires and pressured to win.

10. All employees of member schools must be directly involved and
committed to the academic success of student-athletes and the
character-building goals of the school.

11. Evelyone involved in competition including parents, spectators,
associated study body leaders, and all auxiliary groups have a
duty to honor the traditions of the sport and to treat other partici­
pants with respect. Coaches have a special responsibility to model
respectful behavior and the duty to demand that their student­
athletes refrainfrom disrespectful conduct including verbal abuse
of opponents and officials, profane or belligerent trash-talking,

taunting and inappropriate celebrations.

12. School Boards, superintendents, and school
administrators of CIF member schools must
ensure that coaches, whether paid or voluntary,
are competent to coach. Training or experience
may determine minimal competence. These com­
petencies include basic knowledge of 1) The
character building aspects of sports, including
techniques and methods of teaching and rein­

forcing the core values comprising sportsman­
ship and good character. 2) The physical capa­
bilities and limitations of the age group coached
as well as the first aid. 3) Coaching principles
and the niles and strategies of the sport.

13. Because of the poweiful potential of sports
as a vehicle for positive personal growth, a

broad spectrum of school sports experiences should be made available
to all of our diverse communities.

14. To safeguard the health of athletes and the integrity of the sport,
school sports program must actively prohibit the use of alcohol,
tobacco, drugs and peiformance enhancing substances, as well as
a demand compliance with all laws and regulations, including
those related to gambling and the use of drugs.

15. Schools that offer athletic programs must safeguard the integrity of
their programs. Commercial relationships should be continually
monitored to ensure against inappropriate exploitation of the
schools name or reputation. There should be no undue influence
of commercial interests. In addition, sports programs must be pru­
dent, avoiding undue dependency on particular companies or
sponsors.

16. The profession of coaching is a profession of teaching. In addition
to teaching the mental and physical dimensions of their sport,
coaches, through words and example, must also strive to build the
character of their athletes by teaching them to be trustworthy,
respectful, responsible, fair, caring and good citizens.
